‘Nones’ Are Gaining Ground
According to the recent “American Religious
Identification Survey,” 15 percent of Americans now
identify with no religion. If the trend continuesxperts
predict that people with no religious affiliatioroudd
soon surpass the nation’s largest denominations.

“Nones aren't a fringe group anymore and are now pé& middle
America,” says demographer and study coauthor &Kedysar, quoted
in USA Today last year. “They're present in eveogie-demographic
group.”

Although “Nones” reject organized religion, halillgbelieve in God or
a higher power. Interestingly, Nones are the onbjomU.S. “faith
group” consisting mostly of males.

Lead researcher Barry Kosmin said people have masgonceptions
about Nones. “They're not New Age searchers oritgpir or even
hardened atheists. They're a stew of agnosticstgdeind rationalists.
[They're] skeptical about organized religion ancerids while still

holding to an idea of God.” 8,
